The IB Mathematics courses serve to accommodate the range of 
needs, interests, and abilities of students, and to fulfill the requirements of various university 
and career aspirations. Students are also encouraged to appreciate the international 
dimensions of mathematics and the multiplicity of its cultural and historical perspectives. The 
successful candidate will be able to teach both Mathematics: analysis and approaches and 
Mathematics: applications and interpretation at SL and HL. Expertise and interest to teach 
other IBDP subjects such as TOK would be considered an asset. 
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Education, Skills & Experience: 

• A minimum of a bachelor’s degree in the subject being taught, preferably a master’s 
degree. 

• Teaching experience at the upper secondary school level or university level in the 
subject(s).
